The Spring term begins on Tuesday, February 1, 2011. Registration is accepted at any time throughout the term. Tuition 
costs will be prorated for those who register after the start date.

Term Dates 
The Spring Term runs February 1, 2011-June 10, 2011. (Some classes are not a complete term.) 
There will be no lessons or classes on the following dates:  Tuesday, April 19th-Sunday April, 24th. 
The school recitals will be held on Saturday, June 11th in the afternoon. 

Classes and Lessons Offered  
Private Lessons (18 week term)  
Private lessons are available in the following areas of study:  Piano, Guitar, Voice, Violin, Suzuki Violin, Viola, Cello, Bass, 
Flute, Clarinet, Oboe, Bassoon, Saxophone, Trumpet, Horn, Trombone, Euphonium/Baritone, Tuba, and Percussion.  
Private Lesson Tuition  
30 minute lesson - $25 per lesson ($450/term)  
45 minute lesson - $37.50 per lesson ($675/term)  
60 minute lesson - $50 per lesson ($900/term)  
Recital participation is included in tuition. Books and materials are not included in tuition. 

Beginning Group Piano Classes (18 week term) 

Are you interested in studying piano in a new, creative way?  Beginning group piano is an alternative to private lessons.  Young 
Musician Classes are $14 per class and are 30 minutes.  Keyboard Musician Classes are $18 per class and are 50 minutes in length.  
Each student receives their own electric piano and there is a maximum of twelve in a class.  Students in group settings will also learn 
the basics of sight-singing, rhythm, theory, history, and will play fun games to reinforce new concepts.
